Investiture at Buckingham Palace

Twenty–five Investitures are held each year; one at the Place of Holyroodhouse in Edinburgh and the remainder at Buckingham Palace or Windsor Castle. If the Queen is unable to conduct an Investiture herself, she will be represented by The Prince of Wales or another Member of the Royal Family. Up to 120 recipients attend each Investiture.

On the 27th  January 2011 Jan Martin received her MBE for services to the exam office community. This award captures Jan’s long service in education as a teacher, exams officer and present manager of the EOA continuing professional development (CPD) programme being offered by the EOA to raise the professional status of our community. 

Jan was accompanied by her son Philip, her daughter Kate and Andrew Harland the chief executive of the EOA who replaced Jan’s husband David, who sadly died shortly after the EOA conference which he attended last July.
